My family and I extend our gratitude to all those who continue to pray and en-
courage us at this time as we grieve the loss of my Dad. He was a great man 
who established a great family: nine children, 31 grandchildren and 22 great-
grandchildren. George Manning Sr. was a machinist for Eastman Kodak Company, 
a professional trumpet player and an active scout leader for eighty years. He 
taught me to love and appreciate music, art, athletics, camping, kite flying, God’s 
magnificent creation, and family. For fifty-five years my dad filled my heart with 
his love but now I am afraid that I must live the rest of my days on this earth 
with a hole in my heart.  
Most of us have such holes and some are much deeper than others. I have come 
to learn from the grace of God (Titus 2:11-12) that all three of the Godhead 
dwell in our hearts to fill those voids. (I John 4:16) …he that dwells in love dwells 
in God, and God in him. Jesus said, (John 6:56) He that eats my flesh, and drinks 
my blood, dwells in me, and I in him.
