For the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a
ransom for many. Mark 10:4

The creator of the universe did not come to His world to be served by the people He
created, but to serve them. He came to meet needs of the people He had made, not to take
from them. The disciple is to be like the Master; therefore we too are to serve. Paul wrote that
we should be conformed to the image of God’s Son. (Romans 8:29) The image of Jesus is
one of great strength, using that power to meet the physical, emotional, and spiritual needs
of those around Him.

It is not so among you, but whoever wishes to become great
among you shall be your servant, and whoever wishes to be first among you shall be your
slave; just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a
ransom for many” Matthew 20:25-28.

A fundamental quality of discipleship is servant-hood. What, me a servant? Yes, if you
are conformed to the image of Jesus, if you are a Christian.
